As part of the course you 

will learn how to develop your students’ knowledge of a curriculum subject as well as their language skills and proficiency. 

The course is highly prac�cal, using current CLIL theory to illustrate lesson design, and effec�ve classroom prac�ce. As a 

par�cipant on the course you will have the opportunity to share your own experiences and concerns, with a view to devel-

oping and improving your own prac�ce and implemen�ng change within your own par�cular educa�onal contexts.

• Personal language awareness and the language of the CLIL classroom; 

• Iden�fying the key parameters of the CLIL approach 

• Iden�fying key subject discourse and content-specific vocabulary 

• Exploring materials and methods appropriate to CLIL 

• Crea�ng a language-rich classroom environment 

• Sharing and analysing resources for CLIL content areas 

• Analysing the content-language rela�onship
